Enable your 
bank cards. 
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Most bank cards are locked for certain 
geographical regions, so make sure you let 
your bank know you're going to India. Also 
ATMs are available almost everywhere, so no 
need for huge amounts of cash.

Make a copy of all 
essential documents.
